The Grand Rapids Alliance Française seeks to support the study of the French language and culture through its scholarship program. A $1500.00 scholarship will be awarded this year to an individual who has shown an interest and proficiency in the French language and culture. 

The applicant must meet the following criteria:
1. Be a full time student attending Aquinas College, Calvin College, Cornerstone University, Grand Rapids Community College or Grand Valley State University.
2. Have attained at least the level of sophomore status this year, with the funds to be used for subsequent academic years.
3. Have a minimum cumulative G.P.A. of 3.0 (or B average). 
4. Have declared a French major or minor.

Applications must be received by e-mail by April 1, 2017. The decision made by a panel of judges shall be final and will be based on the information contained in the application, recommendations, transcript and the statement of goals and aspirations. The winning recipient will be notified the fourth week of April with funds distributed upon verification of enrollment. The scholarship monies will be sent to a fund specified by the winner and must be used within a year from receipt of the award. Announcement of the scholarship will be made at the fall reception of The Grand Rapids Alliance Française. This is an annual competitive award. Previous recipients must reapply each year. No person is eligible to receive the award more than two times.
